The proposed project consists of removing between 270 and 750 cubic yards of flood-generated
cobbles, gravel, sand and silt from the channel of Rainey Creek beneath the bridge and immediately
upstream and downstream: and, if necessary, the repair of the existing bank armoring on the upstream
and downstream sides of the bridge and the abutments.

Approximately 270 cubic yards of storm-deposited debris currently needs to be removed from beneath the
bridge within the Rainey Creek channel. Specifically, in the narrow areas between the piers and the abutments
on each side of the channel. The debris piles under the bridge are about 40 feet long and 18 feet wide (each) to
a depth of about 6 feet. The work will be conducted using a small dozer (e.g. bobcat) in the channel to scoop
out the material under the bridge and take it to a location in the channel where an excavator stationed on the
bank can transfer it to dump trucks. Additional work may be required in the summer of 2010. Depending on
winter conditions, the work area in 2010 could be up to 220 feet long, 50 feet wide, and 6 - 8 feet deep. Also,
once the debris is removed, if the existing riprap at the abutments is damaged, it will be repaired in kind to as-
built conditions: placing individual rocks with an excavator.

The purpose of the proposed work is to restore the hydraulic capacity beneath the bridge so that it can carry
Rainey Creek adequately during high flow conditions. The accumulation of storm-deposited debris reduces
capacity to where the creek flows over and alongside the highway during high flow threatening public safety and
causing damage to the highway and adjacent properties. Removing the debris will also immensely improve fish
passage.

This drainage frequently goes dry in the summer. In order to minimize impacts to the aquatic environment the
work will be conducted under dry conditions or during extreme low flow and within the preferred in-water work
window for fish protection. If any water is present in the streambed at the time the work is scheduled, a biologist
will be on-site and fish exclusion measures will be implemented. In addition, any equipment that must be
located in the water will be clean. Also, if possible, the stream flow might be shunted to the side of the channel
not being worked in with appropriate bypass methods.

No short-term mitigation is required under the 2008 WSDOT/WDFW MOA. However, as stipulated in the MOA,
this bridge is included in the Chronic Environmental Deficiencies Program (CED) and a reach assessment was
completed. Because of the extensive damage that occurred in January 2009 the reach assessment is being

reevaluated to determine if the recommendations need to be revised.

The section of channel upstream of the highway between the existing bridge and the abandoned abutments of
the old bridge is armored (about 30 linear feet). The area under the bridge adjacent to the abutments is also
armored. A short section of bank downstream of the bridge was armored. The armoring may have been
damaged by the floods. However, until the debris is removed, it is not possible to see what condition it is in.
Any repairs would be only to the pre-existing conditions. Therefore, quantities and extent are unknown at this
time. Material would be large rip rap brought in from WSDOT stockpile sites (usually salvaged from local rock
scaling operations.)

Dredging will be performed by use of a track-mounted excavator on the bank and a small bulldozer in the
channel and under the bridge. Approximately 270 cubic yards of flood-deposited cobbles, gravel, and sediment
will be removed in 2009. In 2010 between 0 and 750 cubic yards may need to be removed. Material will be
disposed of at a permitted WSDOT upland site - probably the Packwood PS.
